e CARBAGLU® (carglumic acid), currently approved for the treatment of hyperammonaemia
due to NAGS deficiency, approved in Europe and in phase Il clinical development in the USA
for additional indications in organic acidemias (orphan drug designation granted).

e ZANIPRESS® (lercanidipine+enalapril) new formulation containing 20 mg of lercanidipine and
20 mg of enalapril.

e CYSTADROPS® (cysteamine chlorhydrate) are eye drops developed for “ocular manifestations
of cystinosis” which cannot be controlled by orally administered cysteamine, specially
formulated in a patient-friendly gel form.

e REC0482 (NX-1207) is a novel patented drug developed by Nymox, currently in Phase Il
trials in the U.S., which involves a new targeted approach to the treatment of benign
prostatic hyperplasia (BPH). The drug is administered by a urologist in an office setting
directly into the zone of the prostate where the enlargement occurs. No anesthesia or
catheterization are required. A single dose of NX-1207 has been found to produce very
promising symptomatic improvements and follow-up studies have shown evidence of long
lasting benefit with a significant proportion of men who received a single dose reporting
maintained improvement in BPH symptoms without other treatments for several years.

* Methadone, currently used in France, where it is distributed by Bouchara Recordati, as
replacement therapy for major opioid drugs dependence. In 2012 Recordati started, in
France, an open, multicenter, randomized, national Phase Il b clinical study on methadone
for the treatment of cancer-related pain inadequately relieved by opioids.

e CITRAFLEET® is an intestinal evacuant used in preparation for colonoscopy. The objective
of the trial is to assess the clinical effectiveness of a split-dose administration schedule
compared to that of the current SmPC regimen.

e GRASPA® is L-asparaginase encapsulated in homologous human red blood cells. L-
asparaginase has been shown to possess a powerful antitumor activity, but this enzyme is
highly toxic and a large part of the patient population presents with a hypersensitivity and
does not tolerate well the current treatment protocols. This population represents a large
currently unmet medical need. Graspa® avoids toxicity and hypersensitivity issues
associated with L-asparaginase treatments while maintaining its antitumor activity.

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We are pleased to announce our results for the first half 2014 which show sales growth and significant margin improvement.

Consolidated revenue is € 507,6 (five hundred and seven point six) million, up by 6.3% (six point three percent). 
These sales include those generated by the Spanish company Casen Fleet and the Tunisian company Opalia Pharma, acquired in October 2013, for an amount of € 23.2 (twenty three point two) million and € 8 (eight) million respectively. During 2014 some currencies were significantly devalued, mainly the Russian rouble and the Turkish lira, for an estimated effect of € 20 (twenty) million on sales. Excluding the new acquisitions and the negative currency effect, sales growth would have been 3.6% (three point six percent).

As already stated, in the first half there is a significant margin improvement.

EBITDA, at 27,9% (twenty seven point nine percent) of sales, is € 141.9 (one hundred and forty one point nine) million, up by 18.2 % (eighteen point two percent). 
 
Operating income, at 24% (twenty four percent) of sales, is € 121.8 (one hundred and twenty one point eight) million, an increase of 18.8% (eighteen point eight percent). 

Net income at 16.4% (sixteen point four percent) of sales is € 83 (eighty three) million, an increase of 18.1% (eighteen point one percent) over the first half of 2013.

During the period we obtained a new product, Vitaros, for the treatment of erectile dysfunction, under license from Apricus Biosciences and we acquired a further 23% of Opalia Pharma in Tunisia. In July our orphan drug Carbaglu was granted orphan drug designation by the FDA in the US for its use in the treatment of organic acidemias.

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Zanidip sales decrease by 4.6% (four point six percent) as a result of generic competition mainly in Italy and a negative currency effect in Turkey. Sales are stable in France and grow significantly in North Africa.

Sales of Zanipress are up by 6,5% (six point five percent) mainly due to the performance of the product in Italy.

Urorec has been successfully launched in 25 (twenty five) countries with sales of € 28.4 (twenty eight point four) million in the first half of 2014, up 25.4% (twenty five point four percent) mainly due to the performance of the product in Italy, in Spain and in France and by licensees in other countries.  
 
Sales of Livazo in Spain, Portugal, Ukraine, Greece and through a licensee in Switzerland, are € 12.4 (twelve point four) million, up by 11.2% (eleven point two percent).
  
Our specialties indicated for the treatment of rare and orphan diseases generated sales of € 60.3 (sixty point three) million in the first half, down by 0.7% (zero point seven percent) due entirely to the termination of the Adagen license in the main countries. All together the other products in the portfolio grow by 14.3% (fourteen point three percent.

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Sales of pharmaceuticals in Italy are down by 0.8% (zero point eight percent) compared to those of the same period of the preceding year due to the Adagen (an orphan drug) and Entact (escitalopram) license terminations. The Entact license terminated at the end of May. Main corporate products are performing well.
 
Pharmaceutical sales in France are down by 3.4% (three point four percent) mainly due to the sales decrease of the OTC line of products indicated for the treatment of ENT disorders due to seasonal factors. Urorec (silodosin) and methadone are performing well. 

In Germany sales are up by 9,6% (nine point six percent) thanks to the sales growth of Ortoton, of Zanipress and of the orthopedic product line.
 
Revenue generated in Russia and in the other CIS countries is down by 39.3% (thirty nine point three percent) compared to the same period of the preceding year mainly due to a negative currency exchange effect of € 6.4 (three point two) million. Sales in Russia, in local currency, are up by 1,3% (one point three percent) compared to the same period of the preceding year. As from January 2014 the distribution of products in the Russian territory is handled directly by our subsidiary and no longer through direct sales to importers. This has involved the setting up of local inventories and the consequent reduction of stocks held by the distributors. In the second quarter sales grow by 16.2% (sixteen point two percent) which has more than compensated for the decrease in the first quarter due to the reorganization of the distribution channel. 
 
In Spain sales include € 21.5 (twenty one point five) million generated by the Spanish pharmaceutical company Casen Fleet acquired in the fourth quarter of 2013. This company’s main product is CitraFleet, a preparation for colonoscopy, which is part of our corporate product portfolio as it is also marketed in other European countries. Livazo and Urorec are also performing well.
 
Sales in Turkey are down by 3,3% (three point three percent) due to a negative currency exchange effect of € 10.9 (ten point nine) million. In local currency sales of our Turkish subsidiary grow by 20.2% (twenty point two percent) thanks mainly to the good performance of the corporate products Procto-Glyvenol, Urorec and Zanipress and of the main local products.
 
The group’s pharmaceutical business in the U.S.A. is dedicated to the marketing of products for the treatment of rare diseases. Sales in the first half 2014 are € 27.7 (twenty seven point seven) million, up by 15.6% (fifteen point six percent). 
 
Sales in North Africa are € 19.8 (nineteen point eight) million and comprise both the export sales generated by Bouchara Recordati in these territories, in particular in Algeria, which were previously shown under other international sales, and sales generated by Opalia Pharma, the Tunisian pharmaceutical company acquired during the fourth quarter of 2013. This company’s sales are € 8.0 (eight) million in the fist half.
 
Sales in Portugal are up by 15.1% (fifteen point one percent) thanks to the good performance of corporate products Livazo, TransAct LAT and Urorec, as well as to the contribution of the products sold by the Portuguese subsidiary of the newly acquired Spanish company Casen Fleet for an amount of € 1.7 (one point seven) million.
 
Let me finish with other international sales which grow by 3.8% (three point eight percent) and comprise the sales to, and other revenues from, our licensees for our corporate products, Bouchara Recordati’s export sales excluding those in the C.I.S. and in North Africa which are reported separately, and Orphan Europe’s exports worldwide excluding the U.S.A..

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We have already talked about the revenue for the period. 
 
Gross profit is € 336.6 (three hundred and thirty six point six) million with a margin of 66.3% (sixty six point three percent) on sales, an increase compared to that of the first half 2013 due to a positive mix effect following the addition to the portfolio of the products belonging to the two companies acquired in 2013 and the sales reduction of Adagen and Entact, relatively low margin products.  
 
Selling expenses as a percent of sales they are down compared to the same period of the preceding year due to the overall containment in all markets and synergies obtained with the integration of the newly acquired company in Spain. 
R&D expenses are € 40.7 (forty point seven) million, up by 7.2% (seven point two percent). 
G&A expenses are up by 5.4% (five point four percent) but are substantially stable as percent of sales.

Thanks in particular to higher gross margin and the lower incidence of SG and A expenses, EBIT in the first half has increased to 24% (twenty four percent) of sales.
 
Net financial charges are € 8.8 (eight point eight) million, an increase of € 1.9 (one point nine) million due mainly to interest accrued on a higher level of indebtedness, in particular related to medium/long-term loans.	
 
The effective tax rate during the period is 26.5% (twenty six point five percent), substantially unchanged compared to that of the same period of the preceding year.
 
Net income at 16.4% (sixteen point four percent) of sales is € 83 (eighty three) million, an increase of 18.1% (eighteen point one percent) over the same period of the preceding year. Net income growth is lower than the growth in operating income due to the higher incidence of financial expenses.

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At 30 June the net financial position shows a net debt of € 211.0 (two hundred and eleven) million, a reduction of € 50 (fifty) million compared to the end of last year. During the period a residual amount of € 2.7 (two point seven) million was paid for the acquisition of the Spanish company Casen Fleet, € 1.8 (one point eight) million were paid up-front to Apricus for the Vitaros license agreement, an initial payment of € 4.3 (four point three) million was made for the acquisition of a further 23% (twenty three percent) of the share capital of Opalia Pharma and dividends were distributed for a total of € 22.4 (twenty two point four) million.

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In 2014, despite two important license terminations and a significant negative currency effect, our objective is to achieve sales of slightly below € 1 billion.

We expect margin improvement thanks mainly to the better margins of new businesses acquired relative to the low margins of terminated products. We therefore expect EBIT to exceed € 220 (two hundred and twenty) million and Net Income to exceed € 150 (one hundred and fifty) million.
